BLESSING OF THE WATER AND THE SANCTIFICATION OF HOMES

Among the various petitions mentioned in the ceremony during the blessing
of the water is the sanctification of homes. With this, the Church imposes a
duty and obligation upon the priests to bless the homes of the faithful
entrusted to their pastoral care at the beginning of the New Year.

Theologically speaking, the blessing of homes constitutes an invocative
blessing, meaning that by his prayer and by the sprinkling ofthe Holy Water
the priest invokes God'’s protection upon the home and those living in it.

As our souls, so also our homes become tainted by the sins of those living in

them and, consequently, lose God’s protective power. Every year, then, at
the Feast of the Epiphany, they should be blessed again to secure for them God’s blessings and
protection. Just as the faithful cleanse their soul of sin at least ONCE A YEAR, and the church is
blessed with the newly blessed water every year, so should the homesof the faithful be yearly
blessed to invoke God’s blessings and protection on it and its inhabitants.

As we renew the insurance on our home every year, so we should renew our insurance of God’s
protection and his blessing which is of greater importance and more effective. As we welcome our
priest during the holy season of Epiphany to bless our home, let us be mindful that he is bringing to
us the "blessing of Jordan," and that unless God bless our home, we "labor in vain." (Ps. 127:1)

The gifts he gave were that some would be apostles, some
prophets, evangelists, some pastors and teachers, to equip the saints for the work of ministry, for building up the
body of Christ, until all of us come to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to maturity,
to the measure of the full stature of Christ.

He left Nazareth and made his home in Capernaum by the lake, in the territory of Zebulun and Naphtali, so that
what had been spoken through the prophet Isaiah might be fulfilled: ‘Land of Zebulun, land of Naphtali, on the
road by the sea, across the Jordan, Galilee of the Gentiles—the people who sat in darkness have seen a great
light, and for those who sat in the region and shadow of death light has dawned.’ From that time Jesus began to
proclaim, ‘Repent, for the kingdom of heaven has come near.’
Instead of “It is truly...”: O my soul, magnify Christ the King, baptized in the Jordan.

Irmos (Tone 2): Every tongue is at a loss to praise you as is your due, O Mother of God. Even a spirit
from above is filled with dizziness when seeking to sing your praises. But since you are good, accept out faith,
for you know well our love inspired by God. For it is you who protect all Christians; therefore, we magnify you.

Gommunion : The grace of God has appeared* bringing salvation to all.* Alleluia, alleluia,* alleluia. (3x)

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Celebrating Theophany Every Day

‘The Feast of Christ’s Theophany (or Epiph-
any) is celebrated with great solemnity in the
Byzantine Church. The word “theophany”
means a divine “manifestation” or “revealing.”
Jesus ofIN azareth - a carpenter- was revealed
on the banks of the Jordan River to be the Son
of God and the long-awaited Messiah - the
“Christ.” A voice came from the heavens that
said, “This is My beloved Son, My favor rests
on Him.” (Matthew 3: 17)

Let us imagine ourselves standing on the
banks of the River Jordan. We are witness-
ing the baptism of Jesus at the hands of Saint
John the Baptist and the revelation of Jesus as
God in the flesh. What a privilege that would
have been!

Yet, God is revealed to us each and every

day. God manifests Ilimselt to us not just on
the banks of the River Jordan but at the bus
stop, the grocery store, and in the work place.
His image is within each of us. e is in our
co-workers, our spouses, our children - even
in our enemies.

The real challenge of Christian discipleship
is to endeavor to see the image of Christ in
all people and to allow them to see that same
Godly image within us. The celebration of the
Great Feast ofTheophany is not a one-day
occasion commemorating an event that took
place some two thousand years ago. Rather, it
is living, day-to-day, the conviction that God
is within each human being, and that each
human being ought to be treated as though
he or she is the living image of Christ.
