Although our Church traditionally prescribed abstention from meat and dairy products
in days gone by for the entire duration of the Great Fast, the following are the minimal
Lenten regulations today:

LENTEN REGULATIONS 2025 UKRAINIAN CATHOLIC DIOCESE OF STAMFORD

By the three forld discipline of fasting, prayer, and almsgiving the Church keeps the
Great Fast/Lent from Monday, March. 3 | after Cheesefare Sunday to the day before Easter,
Holy Saturday, April 19.

The following regulations apply, to all Catholics of the Stamford Eparchy between ages 21 to 60:

- Abstinence from meat and dairy products on the First Day of the Great Fast, March. 3" and on
Good Friday, April 18th

» Abstinence from meat is to be observed on all Fridays of the Great Fast. Abstinence from meat
is suggested and encouraged on all Wednesdays of the Great Fast.

Note: The following are exempt from abstinence: 1. The poor who live on alms 2. The sick and the
frail 3. Convalescents who are returning to their strength 4. Pregnant women, and women who are
nursing their children 5. Persons who perform hard labor

(Meat is to be understood as including not only the flesh, but also those parts of warm blooded
animals that cannot be rendered, i.e., melted down, e. g., the liver, lungs, blood, etc. meat gravy
or soup made from meat is included in this prohibition.)

(Dairy products are to be understood as comprising products derived from mammals and birds,
but not regarded as meat, e.g., cheese, lard, butter, milk, eggs, etc.)

Eucharistic Fast: A fast of one hour from food (before service starting time) should be kept by those
receiving the Eucharist at the evening celebration of the Divine Liturgy of the Presanctified Gifts, as
well as the Divine Liturgy of St. John Chrysostom and St Basil the Great

All the faithful are urged to attend the Lenten services such as Vespers, Presanctified Liturgy & the
Commemoration of the Deceased (Sorokousty).

Such good deeds as almsgiving, visitation of the sick, Bible reading and praying for vocations to the
priesthood and religious life are most earnestly recommended to all the Faithful.

Who are you to pass judgement
on servants of another? It is before their own lord that they stand or fall. And they will be upheld, for
the Lord is able to make them stand.

Gospel: (Matthew 6:14-21): The Lord said: If you forgive others their trespasses, your heavenly Father will
also forgive you; but if you do not forgive others, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses. ‘And
whenever you fast, do not look dismal, like the hypocrites, for they disfigure their faces so as to show
others that they are fasting. Truly I tell you, they have received their reward. But when you fast, put oil
on your head and wash your face, so that your fasting may be seen not by others but by your Father
who is in secret; and your Father who sees in secret will reward you. ‘Do not store up for yourselves
treasures on earth, where moth and rust consume and where thieves break in and steal; but store up
for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust consumes and where thieves do not
break in and steal. For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.

Others were tortured, refusing to accept release, in
order to obtain a better resurrection. Others suffered mocking and flogging, and even chains and imprisonment.
They were stoned to death, they were sawn in two, they were killed by the sword; they went about in skins of
sheep and goats, destitute, persecuted, tormented— of whom the world was not worthy. They wandered in deserts
and mountains, and in caves and holes in the ground. Yet all these, though they were commended for their faith,
did not receive what was promised, since God had provided something better so that they would not, without us,
be made perfect. Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every
weight and the sin that clings so closely, and let us run with perseverance the race that is set before us, looking
to Jesus the pioneer and perfecter of our faith, who for the sake of the joy that was set before him endured the
cross, disregarding its shame, and has taken his seat at the right hand of the throne of God.

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“He arose and went to his father.” He arose
from the wreckage of his conscience and body
alike. He arose from the depths of hell and
touched the heights of heaven. Before the heav-
enly Father, a child rises higher because of par-
don than he fell low because of guilt.

“He arose and went to his father.” He went
not by the motion of his feet but by the progress
of his thought. Being afar off he had no need of
an earthly journey, because he had found short
cuts along the way of salvation. He who seeks
the divine Father by faith soon finds Him pres-
ent to himself, and has no need to seek Him by
traversing roads.

“He arose and went to his father. But when
he was yet a long way off.” How is he who is
coming a long way off? Because he has not yet

arrived. He who is coming is coming to do pen-

ance, but he has not yet arrived at grace. He is
coming to his Father’s house but he has not yet
reached the glory of his former condition, ap-
pearance, and honor.

“But when he was yet a long way off, his fa-
ther saw him.” "That Father saw, he “who dwells
on high; and looks down on the low things,”
“and the high he knows afar off.” “His father
saw him.” The father saw him, in such a way
that the son could also behold his father. The
father’s countenance illumined the face of the
approaching son in such a way that all the dark
aspect was dispelled which his guilt had previ-

ously cast about it.

St. Peter Chrysologus
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
